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Student Scientific Conference "Freedom and Responsibility
in the Context of Student Ethics"

On December 22, 2023, at the "Professional Development Center”
named after Professor Gela Bandzeladze of the Scientific Research
Institute of Law and Criminology of the Grigol Robakidze University,
the Organization of Special Consultant Status of the United Nations
Economic and Social Council (ECOSOC) by the Research Institute of
Law and Criminology of the University with the support of the Georgian
Academy of Criminological Sciences Within the framework of the project,
a scientific conference of students was held: "Freedom and responsibility
in the context of student ethics". University students, academic staff and
administration representatives, members of the Georgian Academy of
Criminological Sciences took part in the conference.

Within the framework of the university project, a sociological
survey of students was conducted anonymously, using the questionnaire
method, in Georgian and English languages, with students of university
schools, including the Batumi campus.

The participants of the conference honored the memory of the
citizens who died at the University of Prague with a moment of silence.

The student conference was opened and the attending public
was welcomed by the scientific leader of the project, the president of
the Academy of Criminology Sciences of Georgia, the director of the
Scientific Research Institute of Law and Criminology of the university,
Professor Malkhaz Badzaghua.

The rector of Grigol Robakidze University, professor Mamuka
Tavkhelidze, welcomed the participants of the student conference
and expressed his gratitude for their interest in issues important to the
university.

The conference was mediated by the head of the project, the
university students' ombudsman, and law school student Nikoloz
Natchkebia.

The Georgian and English language "University Student Code of
Ethics Project" developed by the project participants was distributed to
the participants of the conference for consideration.

The attending public took part in the discussion on the issues
discussed at the conference. According to the decision of the conference
participants, the draft of the student code of ethics will be sent to the
students of the university schools for consideration.
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Results from sociological studies on ethical issues
of university students

Key words: university, student ethic, sociological studies

This social research will study the students’ attitude towards the
student code of ethics in force at Grigol Robakidze University, and what
problems students face in the context of freedom and responsibility.

The research was public and offered to all students of the university,
the research was presented in two languages, Georgian and English.
The survey was conducted using the questionnaire method and both the
online platform and the direct survey method were used.

The research was presented in the form of questions, initially the
questions were directed to the university’s code of ethics to find out the
students’ attitude towards this code, and the subsequent questions aimed
to understand the student’s attitude towards ethics and responsibility.

The survey of students was carried out as part of the ongoing
project at Grigol Robakidze University “Freedom and responsibility in
the context of student ethics”, within.

As part of the project, a new version of the student code of ethics
was written by a group of students, therefore it was necessary to conduct
a social survey, because we found out the opinions of students and their
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attitudes, because based on the study of the results of the survey, the
group worked on the above code of ethics.

The social survey did not ask for any personal data of the students
and the principle of anonymity was also respected.

This social survey consisted of a total of 9 questions, of which 5
questions were presented with approximate answers, and 4 questions
were open questions.

In December 2023, both the students of the main campus in Tbilisi
and the representative office in Batumi were interviewed at the university,
including foreign students of the university. A total of 453 students were
interviewed, which is 17.1% of the university’s students.

The first question of the social research was what faculty the said
student studied at because we needed the involvement of every faculty,
that’s why it became necessary to present the said question so that the
working group could understand the attitude and opinion of each faculty
representative. As a result of the mentioned question, it was found that
21.4% of respondents are law school students, 16.1% are dentistry
students, 16.1% are business faculty (administration, management,
finance), 14.3% are medical graduates, 10.7% Public administration
and politics, 7.1% psychology students, 7.1% journalism and mass
communication students, 7.1% tourism faculty students.

The second question was the following: are you familiar with the
student code of ethics of Grigol Robakidze University? The purpose of
this question was for the working group to find out how well the student
code of ethics is known to students, in order to develop the right strategy
in the future and to ensure that the new student code of ethics is introduced
to all students. As a result of the received answers, it is established that
67, 9% of students are familiar with, and 32,1% are not familiar with the
student code of ethics.

The student was not limited to rest of the questions, so They could
select more than one response.

The third question covers the issue of awareness and tries to
determine the students’ opinion about who should be familiar with the
student code of ethics. 10.7% of the surveyed students believe that only
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university students should be aware of the code of student ethics, and
3.6% believe that only university students should be informed about it.
Academic staff, according to 3.6% of the respondents, only administration
employees should be informed about this, and the majority of students,
92.9%, believe that both students and academic staff and administration
employees should be familiar with the student code of ethics.

The fourth question became relevant due to the difference in
students’ opinions, the question is as follows: How do you understand
the definition of freedom in the university space includes the following
answers: free dress style, free attendance and behavior in lectures,
protection of students’ rights and freedoms, from all of the above, the
mentioned question helped us to understand if What attitude do students
have towards freedom in the university space? 10,7% of students believe
that a free dressing style is freedom for them, 8, 9% free attendance and
behavior at lectures, 66,1% protection of their rights and freedoms, and
37,5% believe all the above answers are freedom.

In response to the question of what responsibilities a student has,
42.9% of the interviewed students consider academic performance,
55.4% compliance with the student code of ethics, 26.8% participation
in university activities, 76.8% compliance with contractual obligations,
1.8% practical experience, and 7,2% believe that all of the things listed
here are the responsibility of the student.

The following questions are presented in the form of open questions
and the sixth question is based on what deviations from ethical norms
prevent you during the course of the lecture. The majority of students
did not have any comments on this question, but there were exceptions,
where students mentioned that they were disturbed by the noise both in
the auditorium and outside the auditorium, and a small part mentioned
the students’ non-serious attitude towards the lecture and lecturers. This
question helps our team to understand what problems students are facing
during lectures/seminars so that these problems can be prevented later.

The student is obliged to comply with all norms of the code of
ethics. Write whether you agree or disagree with this opinion and why.
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95% of students had a positive response to this open question,
they believe that in order to protect their rights, all students must obey
the student code of ethics. For example, the students mentioned that: it
is necessary to follow the code of ethics, because there is order in the
university, yes, [ agree, because the code of ethics will prevent students
from problems in the university, because we will get a perfect education
and have healthy relationships, etc. Sh. Some students mentioned that
they have what the Code of Ethics offers them, and according to one of
them, it is impossible for a student to fully follow the Code of Ethics. As
a result of these responses, we have done our best to develop an updated
Student Code of Ethics that is easy to understand and enforce.

The next question is where going limit freedom and responsibility
Among them, the given question aimed to find out what freedom is for
a student and where the border of freedom passes for them, we received
a variety of answers to this, for example freedom should not limit the
rights of others, freedom is individual for every person, therefore it is
difficult to define, a responsible student is Free and at the same time
sitting in the norms of ethics, freedom is directly related to responsibility,
because responsibility does not exist without freedom, as vice versa. A
responsible person is free, but there is no such thing as a completely free
person, because it exists everywhere and in everything, and there is a
need for limits and barriers, etc. Sh. As a result of processing the answers
to this question, we were able to find a golden mean in the development
of mandatory norms of student ethics, so that a negative attitude would
not arise at later stages.

The last question is: in your opinion, what is the connection between
freedom and the code of ethics?

Due to the fact that in general, the code of ethics includes certain
restrictions, it is necessary to design it carefully, so as not to cause negative
feedback, so we tried our best to handle this sensitive topic in such a way
that students do not feel injustice and also do not think that their freedom
is restricted, right That’s why this question became necessary and exactly
this question helped us to solve the mentioned problem.
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Freedom and youth
Keywords: freedom, youth, restriction of freedom.

Freedom, according to the Dictionary of Civic Education, is “an
individual or collective condition that involves the ability to choose
between different actions. It means the ability of a person to act according
to his will without any restrictions imposed by or on behalf of anyone. At
the same time, it also implies human inviolability”.

Human freedom is one of the most important rights in all countries
around the world, which is mostly protected by the highest law, for
example, in Georgia, human freedom is protected by Article 13 of the
second chapter of the Constitution of Georgia.

Regarding the understanding of the concept of freedom, there
has always been a difference of opinion among scientists, freedom has
always been considered a subjective right, its complete description is
impossible within the scope of the paper because every person will
have a different opinion about it. When we talk about the definition of
freedom and its description, we must mention the English philosopher
John Stuart Mill, he created the work “On Freedom” where he talks
about two understandings of freedom as a right, one - freedom of action,
and the other - freedom as the absence of coercion. Freedom of action
can be considered as the right of a person to act freely according to his
wishes, and the second meaning of freedom - freedom of coercion can
be considered as a prohibition that prohibits a person from restricting the
free action of another person.

The opinion of the public is also divided regarding the need to
restrict freedom, one part of it considers that restricting freedom to a
certain extent is beneficial for the population, while the other considers
it a violation of human rights. In my opinion, the restriction of freedom
by different laws or moral rules is beneficial for society. If we consider
complete freedom as the absence of borders, it will be impossible to
maintain order, I believe that the absence of laws and giving complete
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freedom to a person with today’s development will first lead to chaos,
which may turn into anarchy in the future. The famous English
philosopher, John Locke, was a follower of this opinion, in his opinion,
where there is no law, there can be no freedom.

Since time immemorial, states have reached out to obtain freedom,
but it is worth noting that the freedom that was acceptable and sufficient
for society in the so-called “old days” has become obsolete today. The
development of the world and the expansion of human thinking have
changed society’s view of freedom, and with it, their demands have also
expanded. In my opinion, one of the most widespread problems in the
modern world is the protection of the rights and freedom of people with
different orientations, it is worth noting that a certain part of the states
turned to justice to solve this problem and added norms to their legislation
to protect the rights of people with non-traditional orientations, norms
such as even legalizing their marriage. which was allowed by different
countries, such as the Netherlands, Belgium, Norway, Portugal, etc.

There has never been a dispute about the necessity of the existence
of freedom, because the said society is recognized as an integral part of
life. Vasil Zhizhiashvili, a member of the Association of Young Lawyers
of Georgia and a lawyer in constitutional proceedings, talks about the
need for freedom in people’s lives in his article. In other words, freedom
is a tool that is a necessary and sufficient condition for an individual to
know himself and become what he is.

Freedom should not be considered only as a right and opportunity
for a person, it is also one of the biggest responsibilities in our life. The
desire to protect one’s freedom is a part of human nature, but the rights
and freedom of another person mustn’t be violated at the same time, we
as a part of society should be able to find and then protect the so-called
“golden mean” between protecting one’s freedom and restricting the
rights of others. That is why I believe that considering gaining freedom
as only freeing oneself from oppression and tearing down any obstacles
or fences around will only bring negative results.
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Finally, I can confidently express my opinion that freedom is one
of the most important rights in human life. It frees a person from the
worries of the world and allows him to discover himself as an individual.
Freedom is described to society as the first step to happiness, the first
step to creating a perfect world, but we must not forget that the very
freedom that is desired by all may lead to negative consequences. In
spirit, a small mistake is enough, breaking one of the legally controlling
norms, that freedom leads us to destroy the world instead of perfecting
it. In my opinion, the opportunity to see and understand both the positive
and negative impact of freedom and its future consequences will allow
us to correctly assess what is the dream “freedom” that we strive for and
that many people sacrifice to obtain as time goes by.
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Responsibility, Order and Youth

"Responsibility is the spiritual readiness of a person to guide
his actions based on moral principles and personally answer for their
expected consequences."”

If we try to interpret responsibility positively, we will see that a
sense of responsibility helps a person to fulfill the set task, achieve goals,
develop, be a pillar of one's family or country, gain trust in society, be a
professional, and make one's worthy contribution to the common good.
On the other hand, a person who has no sense of responsibility, either to
himself or to others, is, to put it mildly, lacking in all of the above.

"Responsibility is a psychological-volitional personality trait of a
person, which is manifested in the implementation of control of human
behavior and means the understanding of cause and effect."

Many theories explain and present the meaning of responsibility in
different ways:

The idea of ensuring the existence of order in society is carried
by the theory of the social contract "an agreement between individuals
by which they form a state to avoid disorder and chaos in the state of
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nature". Philosophers such as Thomas Hobbes, John Locke, and Jean-
Jacques Rousseau studied this matter. The question around which they
formed their approaches was how societies maintain order and justice.
In society, it is the responsibility of individuals to uphold the terms of
the social contract, which includes obeying laws and cooperating for the
common good. Responsibility here is closely related to the collective
will of the people, which contributes to social order.

Aristotle, in "Nicomachean Ethics" talks about the virtue of ethics
as the highest human value. According to him, we have a responsibility
to ourselves to embody such virtues as honesty, courage, wisdom,
kindness, love, justice, duty, conscience, and others. Having a sense of
responsibility makes it possible for a person to reach their full potential.

Immanuel Kant's deontological ethics views responsibility as acting
rationally according to moral principles, regardless of consequences.
A responsible person keeps his duties and obligations. Thus, there
could not be a rationally thinking person who does not have a sense of
responsibility.

John Stuart Mill, in his book "Ultilitarianism and Responsibility"
focuses on the greatest good for the greatest number. From a utilitarian
perspective, responsibility is closely related to actions that maximize
overall happiness or benefit. Those in charge must act to promote the
welfare of the majority. This perspective gives importance to results.
Actions are evaluated based on the results.

It is not surprising that each theory can be argued on both the
positive and negative sides. However, in most cases, they confirm that
a society of responsible people creates an order in which coexistence is
desirable.

Order, in the legal sense, embodies a set of fundamental principles
that are crucial for the functioning of a just and organized society. In
general, the legal order is based on ensuring the realization of the ideas
of peace and justice.

The guarantor of the legal order in the Constitution of Georgia is
the principle of "rule of law". Accordingly, Georgia is a country where
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the law is supreme, where human rights and freedoms are protected as
inalienable and supreme human values. "The principle of the legal state
in the modern sense implies that the state should be limited by just law."
Both in Georgia and in other states, the effective maintenance of the legal
order and enforcement mechanisms is a problematic issue.

To summarize, I note that the existence of order begins with an
understanding of freedom and responsibility at the individual level.
Disrupting the balance between them or excluding any of them hinders
the process of healthy development. In this regard, it is very important
to systematically raise awareness in society. Superficial, one-sided
notions of rights and freedom create misguided expectations that lead
to uncertainty and chaos. Accordingly, if we correctly understand the
inseparable relationship between freedom and responsibility, then we
will have an order that, with the right beginnings, is destined for success.

In the center of Rustveli's ethical system, contrary to Christian moral
and ethical teachings, there is not only God but also man, worldly life,
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human ideals, the best goals and aspirations of real life, the mundane,
earthly, material environment, the complex reality of the material and
spiritual life of society. This is the main axis of Rustveli's moral system.

According to the ethical concept of the poem, goodness lies in
happiness. Only this happiness is human bliss, worldly happiness, and
not only the aspiration to God as the highest expression of goodness. The
poem proves that life is a great good, a great happiness.

The main form of expression of goodness or happiness in the tiger
is also love. The aspiration of the heroes of the poem, the ultimate goal
of their actions is the victory of worldly love. For the poem, love is the
greatest source of worldly life, before which all evil is powerless. Love
is a feeling that connects people, unites them for one purpose, and gives
content to earthly, human existence, and in this sense, Love unites loved
ones and friends.

Freedom, love, and kindness are fundamental concepts of morality,
which have a substantial, first-class load in the structure of morality, and
without them, any ethical action or norm is unthinkable.

Attention to human moral ideals did not slow down in the Georgian
writing of the 19th century. Even in the first half of the 19th century,
Georgian romanticists gave an important place to this problem.

Moral ideas were also reflected in the action program of the
Tergdale people. Without high moral categories and moral laws, Ilya
does not consider a person to be a person, a person. The moral ideal
of Ilia Chavchavadze is the Savior and Christianity, and Christian
commandments are the highest values. The search for a moral, moral
personality, and striving for perfection is the main principle of Ilya's
work. In the work "Man-Man?", he presented a type of person that no
one should be like. The lifestyle of Luarsab and Darejan Tatkaridze is the
antithesis of moral ideals.

It is possible to focus on Lavrenti Ardaziani's work. The poem
"Money" can be considered a peculiar introduction to the novel "Solomon
Isakich Mejghanuashvili". This poem talks about the meaning and power
of money. Ardaziani characterizes money:

Irregularly born, you are counted to be overthrown,
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With the blood of Judas, to help the wicked,

The lifter of men's pride to the highest,

But at the same time, there is a lot of good there.

Ardaziani considers the dominance of money to be a legitimate
phenomenon, but he does not see a moral conflict in it.

The work of Alexander Kazbegi is the most important in Georgian
literature. It should be emphasized that his characters are obsessed
with intense and strong emotions. It is strange for them to stop halfway
because their desires, willpower, and actions form a whole chain. If
their passions conflict with their ethical convictions, this contradiction
acquires an irreconcilable character and ends in a tragic catastrophe...

The main moral formula of "Khevisberi Gotcha" is: "Remember
whose mountain you belong to". This implies the moral responsibility
of a private person to himself, his father, his ancestors, his family, his
community, and his nation. The field of responsibilities expands with the
growth of the personality and extends to the whole world.

Vazha-Pshavela expressed the idea of guest hospitality and the
existing PROBLEM between man and society. Also, he explained to us the
meaning of patriotism and cosmopolitanism, and the words - "Why do
you need to be an enemy to the bad, it is always good to be an enemy",
became a catchphrase.

Issues related to morals and morality occupy a great place in the
work of Mikheil Javakhishvili. In 1924, the prominent Georgian writer
Mikheil Javakhishvili wrote the "Ten Commandments of our Time"
to his 10-year-old daughter Ketevan Javakhishvili in an album. We
should always remember this admonition left by the writer for the future
generation and remind our children often.

The first commandment is "you are Eternal, inseparable, and the
only one member and Worker your parent of Georgia."

commandment Second: "Your homeland enemy yours personal is
an enemy, while his friend is your personal friend."

commandment Third: "Everything which you have and You will
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have your Life too Yes, him belongs. you are his permanent debtor and
Inseparable son."

commandment Fourth: " Give it ." him square with heart everything
and that too will give you of everything."

commandment Fifth: " At least constant yours his hope Have it, well
live as if this in the country neither debtor you have and neither savior. "

commandment Sixth: "Government. head yours and obey the mind
yours Jin, an idol the heart and unruly wishes."

commandment Seventh: " Road research and victory are possible
only with labor and with honesty Laziness It's bullshit, it's a lie and
forgery to a person early If late Undoubtedly They will kill. "

commandment Eighth: " Until own on your feet no Stand up for me,
parents believe me Everything, them for you only goodness they want
yet own to wit, genius and of the heart the intention don't I follow you. "

commandment Ninth: " Self-respect buy it and own his the price
Learn, but don't Don't overdo it make me proud "

commandment Tenth: " Finally and At the end of everything It's
better Three Ram: First Work, second hard work, and the third work ."

After Mikheil Javakhishvili, one of the outstanding writers Chabua
Amirejib showed the issues of morality and ethics. One of the main
goals of this novel by Data Tutashkhia is to show the social, moral, and
political dynamics of the Georgian nation.

Finally, the moral idea underwent a metamorphosis in Georgian
literature. The literature of the Middle Ages rejected the ancient
ideals and recognized God as the new ideal of human personal moral
perfection. Rejecting the cult of physical strength, he was defined by the
spiritual strength of the new hero. And Rustveli put man at the center
of the universe. According to the ethical concept of the poem, goodness
lies in happiness. Only this happiness is human bliss, worldly happiness,
and not only striving towards God as the highest expression of goodness,
he declared freedom, love, and goodness as the basis of morality. The
lifestyle of Luarsab and Darejan Tatkaridze is the antithesis of moral
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ideals in Ilia Chavchavadze's work "A person is a person?!" The main
moral formula of "Khevisberi Gotcha" is: "Remember whose mountain
you belong to". This implies the moral responsibility of a private person
to himself, his father, his ancestors, his family, his community, and his
nation. Mikheil Javakhishvili brought down 10 basic commandments.
The above-mentioned masterpieces of Georgian literature found
expression in the ethics of the real life of the society, in our modern era,
we will often meet the main thoughts of these tortures spoken by people.
These ideas established themselves in the Georgian colloquial language,
the phrase "Remember whose mountain you are from" or Rustveli's
aphorisms, Vazha-Pshavela's words: "Why does the bad need to be an
enemy, it is good to always be an enemy", became oral speech, which
became a natural part of the modern language. They will appear as a
moral beacon to those who are lost in search of the values of life.
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The connection between ethics and education

These are the ideas of ethics and education that center on
the individual; ethics prescribes how we ought to act in particular
circumstances, while education demonstrates how we can accomplish
the goals outlined in rules.

Since the beginning of time, ethics has been accorded considerable
importance. Interestingly, ethics and education have not been separated;
in fact, the old charter literature contains numerous examples that
demonstrate how ethics education began at the school age. For instance,
children were raised with the proper ideals from birth at the Academy
of Gelati and Ikalto, where moral principles were taught in addition to
the usual curriculum. Throughout history, the nation's leaders, educators,
and others have worked to strengthen the position of ethics in society,
which is why they have heavily emphasized ethics instruction in schools.

The 19th century, in my opinion, was a crucial time for ethics and
education. Akaki Tsereteli, Georgian writer from this era, describes in
"My Adventure" how parents sent their kids to a peasant household for
primary schooling and upbringing. Since the foundation of this activity
was laying down proper, moral, and ethical values for their children,
their objective is significant in this context. In addition to learning to read
and write, the peasant's family taught them high moral standards such as
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kindness, morality, respect for others, family love, and dignity. It was
crucial at the time because ethics permeates every choice we make, every
action we take, and every way we act in our daily lives, at work, and in
our educational pursuits.

Moral education is a process of learning that gives adults and
students in the school community the ability to comprehend, uphold, and
care for basic ethical principles including justice, civic virtue, respect,
and accountability to oneself and others. For this reason, ethics and
education are always related. These days, all educational establishments
have codes of ethics that specify moral conduct for instructors, lecturers,
and students alike. Furthermore, I think that some academic subjects like
civics education or Georgian language and literature integrate ethical
standards. Considering everything mentioned above, I think ethics and
education go hand in hand.
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The relationship between law, criminology, and ethics

Ethics as a philosophical science is a set of morals, human relations,
rules of conduct, and norms, which is closely related to both law and
criminology

. in the establishment. Law is different from morality because law
is a codified system where every detail and action plan is spelled out.
Morality does not have a unique codification form, it arises from the
essence of society, traditions, and customs. Ethical values determine
what is correct and what is not, which in turn is closely related to order,
and responsibility, both towards oneself and towards others.

Legal norms change along with political, and socio-economic
formative changes, while moral norms are universal.

Law is a set of general rules of conduct established and sanctioned
by the state, and their fulfillment is ensured by state coercion.

By adhering to ethical principles and demonstrating professional
behavior, individuals involved in the justice system, such as prosecutors,
courts, etc., can ensure justice and public confidence in the system.

As we can see, there are similarities and differences between law
and ethics, despite this, taking into account ethical norms, we will raise
awareness to the extent that we can use this to define public relations.

As for the connection between criminology and ethics, this is a
broader commandment.

Criminology is the study of crime, its Reasons, the offender's
personality, crime at first avoidance methods, and means the learner
Science. Therefore, it is closely related to the natural sciences and
humanities, including ethics. Criminology and ethics are generally of
public interest.

The study of ethics includes human morality, which regulates
relationships and includes all areas, first of all, family, friendship circle,
profession, etc...

In criminology,
the moral characteristics of a person who commits a crime are of great
importance, because based on this, we will determine what caused the
offender to commit such an anti-social act. According to his behavior,
the answer will be given to his relationship with such categories of
ethics as kindness, duty, patriotism, dignity, justice, conscience, and
responsibility....
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The development of the relationship between ethics and criminology
will contribute to the elimination of crime, which is an important and
beneficial task for society. Professional ethics plays a big role in crime
prevention since in its categories there are such tangible levers as -
responsibility, duty, and conscience. During the performance of official
duty, when the employee knows his duties, rules of conduct, and moral
values, these factors affect the quality of the performed duty. Professional
ethics play a major role in crime prevention. Ethical prevention solves its
tasks by pedagogical-ethical categories such as education, upbringing,
teaching, and development. This is the key to accomplishing the set tasks
correctly, efficiently, and fairly.

Hippocrates defined ethical standards for the practice of medicine.
In addition to his famous pledge ("First, not harm"), he emphasized
the principles of benevolence, non-maleficence, autonomy, and justice.
These standards of doing good, and not harm, allow us to have a solid
professional foundation within the theory and practice of both healthcare
and law and criminology.

This virus spread from China, specifically
from Wuhan. This virus knows no borders, recognizes no individuals,
disregards established norms, and affects nations indiscriminately. It has
claimed hundreds of thousands of lives and infected millions. Everything
and everyone was affected, the economy, educational processes, and
all aspects of global activities. The world initiated a lifestyle under
quarantine to mitigate the risks of the virus spreading. People embraced
isolation, and social distancing, wore medical masks and gloves, relied
heavily on medical precautions and hygiene, and focused solely on vital
essentials such as markets, pharmacies, and healthcare facilities.

The
dissemination of disinformation is often accompanied by challenges
and the need for accurate information channels, which is also an ethical
principle.

Journalists
commonly faced unethical behaviors aimed at public manipulation,
exemplified during the pandemic through actions like violating social
distancing and creating fear. In response, a dedicated misinformation
watchdog was established, enhancing the scrutiny of information
for media to create a reliable source amid the heightened sensitivity
and various themes of the pandemic. Despite media not yielding to
sensationalism, the pandemic period emphasized the importance of
delivering truthful information to the public leading to increasing
responsibility, accountability, and ethical practices in journalism. As we
mentioned before, the installation of worldwide measures against the
pandemic was crucial. In the beginning, educational institutions had to
think about how to conduct the learning process.

Online learning has recently become quite popular, this method of
teaching has many problems, which can be seen in negative view in this
regard, for example: lower internet quality and discomfort with remote
learning in certain regions. The distribution of ethical resources in this
challenging situation becomes crucial. Ethical questions arise when
determining how limited resources should be ensuring maximum benefit
and minimizing harm. During the pandemic, family plays a significant role.

During this period families share powerful moments, facing
challenges together. Amid the pandemic family members started getting
closer to each other. Over time communication flourishes even as this
phase also highlights the negative aspects of the pandemic. Home may
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be a source of safety and security for most people, but not for everyone.
Violence by family members is quite common and this increased,
especially during the pandemic. Ethically, the love of family has a big
place, which includes the love of two people as well as the attitude of
parents and children. Familial love signifies mutual support throughout
life's challenges, ensuring the well-being of each family member. The
ethics of a pandemic involves making morally sound decisions regarding
individual, societal, and social levels. Prioritizing kindness and rights
awareness is crucial, such as focusing on the well-being of patients and
maintaining professionalism amid challenging circumstances.

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Student ethics issues of TSU and Caucasus University
Keywords: university, ethic, student, responsibility

Ethics is a part of philosophy that studies human morality. The
main purpose of the existence of ethical rules in the world is to unite
the behavior of society within the moral framework. Codes of ethics
have been developed for this purpose in almost all institutions, including
universities. Tbilisi State University and Caucasus University have one
of the most outstanding codes of ethics throughout Georgia.

The Code of Ethics of Tbilisi State University was first adopted in
2009, which was updated in 2021, and was approved by the representative
council.

Students are prohibited from engaging in any form of discrimination,
including sexual or any other form of harassment, against students,
academic staff, faculty, and visiting faculty. The use of hate speech is
prohibited.

A student of Tbilisi State University is obliged to: observe the
generally accepted norms of ethics and behavior, be familiar with the
relevant legal acts of the University, and comply with their requirements.

According to the TSU Code of Ethics, the following should be
considered inappropriate and unethical behavior for a student: insulting,
and violence towards other students, staff, university-related persons,
and guests.

The Code of Student Ethics considers academic fraud as unethical
behavior, which includes the following: copying from the work of other
students, participating in the learning process in place of another student,
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stealing, destroying, or changing a student's work, plagiarism, hindering
students in the learning and research process, obtaining a grade by
threatening, physical / with psychological effects and others.

In case of violation of ethics norms, the Code provides for various
responsibilities, such as:

1. "A person's responsibility for violating ethics norms becomes
heavier in proportion to the degree of repeated violation of ethics norms
or disciplinary misconduct."

2. "The size of the disciplinary responsibility is determined by
following the procedures defined by the applicable legislation and
internal legal acts of the university." The decision should be notified to
the interested person in writing. The decision must be justified."

3. The issue of the student's disciplinary responsibility is decided
by the faculty council or the educational structural unit through which
the student is enrolled in the educational program, under the applicable
legislation, internal regulations, and norms of disciplinary responsibility,
this code and other internal legal acts of the university.

Violation of ethics norms against Tbilisi State University is
considered publicly, and the ratio of the size of disciplinary responsibility
is carried out by the procedures defined by the current legislation and
internal legal acts of the university.

Caucasus University has a " Regulation on Student Status" and
a Business School Code of Ethics. The code of Ethics of the Business
School complies with the Law of Georgia on Higher Education,
Caucasus University, and the Caucasus of Business School statute and
other normative documents.

In case of violation of the principles, any person can apply to
the monitoring or legal department of the Caucasus University with a
statement where the relevant facts will be described.

According to the above, the Caucasus University also has a
"Regulation on Student Status", which was adopted on March 30, 2020,
by the Governing Council and provides information on ethics norms,
student rights, duties, and disciplinary responsibility.

It will be considered unethical behavior of a student - being late for
a lecture or exam, talking loudly during the study/examination process,
making noise in the corridor, smoking tobacco/electronic cigarettes in
the university building and yard, damaging the building or educational
equipment/disrespecting the public (academic staff, students, guest
professors) ) gross humiliating action, violence, insult, disobedience to
security guards, carrying out actions damaging the prestige, name, and
business reputation of the university, committing other actions/inactions
that violate the rules established by the legislation of Georgia, internal
normative acts of the university and generally accepted norms of ethics
and behavior.

The student is obliged to: follow the mandatory regulations
issued by the university, implement the rights and duties assigned by
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the contract and not transfer them to another person without the written
consent of the university, ensure compensation for the damage caused by
him (if any), return the book requested from the library after the end of
each semester, fulfill the university the requirements of the educational
program approved by.

Violation of academic principles and norms of behavior will be
considered a disciplinary offense on the part of the student. Such cases
will be studied and discussed by the permanent disciplinary commission
of the university, which is authorized to decide on the application of the
following measures of responsibility:

» Announcing a notice for a stunt;

* announcing a severe reprimand for the student;

* For students - withdrawal from study course/courses;

* For students - termination of the right to use the special tariff (if any);

» for students - suspension of student status;

» For a student - termination of student status.

Based on all of the above, we conclude that priority should be given
to the safety of students and the provision and protection of the rights
granted to them by law, and at the same time to establish and introduce
the ethics standards of the university to students, which will clearly show
them what rights they have and what kinds of unethical behaviors are
prohibited by universities. This is what the ethics codes of Tbilisi State
University and Caucasus University, which I discussed, serve.
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Sorbonne Abu Dhabi University and its Student Code of Ethics

The Article is about the Sorbonne Abu Dhabi University and its
student code of ethics. The Article discusses the history of the university,
its programs and the student code of ethics, which enables students of 65
nationalities to become professionals in their field. Also discussed are
the necessary ethical norms that refer to basic human rights and duties in
the context of university ethics and create such a university environment
where everyone's freedom and responsibility are protected.

In the 21st century, the code of ethics is a very significant set of
norms, which is necessary not only for students and universities, but for
all fields. A measure to raise a person: healthy, patriotic, humane, kind,
honest , brave, family-loving, dignified and fair.

The Sorbonne University Abu Dhabi was established in 2006 by an
agreement between the University of Paris-Sorbonne and the Government
of Abu Dhabi. It is noteworthy that the degrees are awarded by Sorbonne
University and students follow the French higher education system
and ultimately undergo a unique multicultural university experience
characterized by rigorous academic training, a trilingual approach to
teaching and learning with exceptional local and global connections.
Sorbonne University Abu Dhabi is involved in an ambitious development
program , which is marked by the opening of new bachelor's and master's
programs, the expansion of research activities and the strengthening of
partnerships with business and public institutions, also has high-quality
undergraduate, postgraduate master's programs and executive education
trainings. Students of 65 nationalities study at the university, they not
only follow a French higher education degree, but are also open to French
and francophone culture. They mostly understand learning French as a
foreign language and adapting to a different teaching model than that of
their country of origin or residence. On the other hand, students from
France have the opportunity to compare theirs.

Experience students from all over the world and discover the
richness of the country beyond its stereotypes.
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Strengthening such a magnificent bridge, which includes the
relationship of students from different countries, requires the regulation of
ethical issues. Accordingly, the university has developed very important
ethical norms, which are very fundamentally explained and conveyed in
the student's code of ethics.

The Sorbonne Abu Dhabi University Code includes: Introduction,
Student Code of Conduct and its Scope, General Classroom Rules, Rules
on Misconduct, Student Grievance Process, Organization Grievance
Process, Role of the Student Council in the University, Abu Dhabi
Disciplinary Committee Norms, Legal Actions and Appendix .

The introduction actually mentions that the university has high-
quality undergraduate, postgraduate master's programs and executive
education trainings designed to respond to people. The resource needs
are applicable in the UAE, the Gulf region and around the world. When
students enroll at Sorbonne Abu Dhabi, they take on the rights and
responsibilities of membership in the institution's academic and social
community. As members of the Sorbonne Abu Dhabi community, students
are expected to uphold the stated institutional values by familiarizing
themselves with local laws, local culture as well as the Student Code
of Ethics. After clarifying the above content, the University informs us
about the scope of the Code of Student Conduct, where it is noted that

1. Students must adhere to the Student Code of Conduct from the
first day they arrive on campus.

2. University , its own At his discretion , he can to carry out
disciplinary Responsibility of a student towards which _ Also subject to
criminal proceedings. The University reserves this right even if criminal
charges are pending, reduced or dismissed.

3. student behavior code and all with him connected process will
spread recognized For students and student organizations, which are also
subject to separate norms .

Beyond the scope of the Student Code of Conduct, the University's
classroom rules and regulations regarding misconduct are discussed.
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Considering that 65 students of different nationalities study at the Sorbonne
University of Abu Dhabi, the university has taken into account all the issues
related to these norms and rules of conduct, which are entirely within the
framework of the world's ethical issue. Accordingly, the university has
focused a lot on attendance and the rules of classroom behavior, which are
recognized as common global norms of behavior. In particular:

1. Students must attend all types of classes, including lectures,
tutorials, conferences, and activities. Along with this, every absence
must be justified within the specified period , and when returning to the
university within no more than 3 days. In case of a break, attendance at
the class will be two times: in the first part of the class, after the break
or at any time of the class. Being late for more than 5 minutes, before
or after the break, will be considered absent: students will be considered
absent for the entire period of the class. Exceptions can only be made
for students who cannot attend classes due to employment or medical
reasons, provided that the head of the academy accepts their request.

2. The university strictly forbids unethical behavior in the
classroom, which will interfere with the student's learning, and therefore
pays strong attention to such issues as: showing disrespectful behavior
towards the professor and/or other students, talking without permission
to speak, which prevents the professor from leaving the classroom with
permission Logging out or logging in, video or audio recording of the
course without the professor's approval, using electronic devices or cell
phones during class for any purpose (taking phone calls, playing games,
texting, etc. ), using laptops in class for any purpose other than course
related Taking notes, eating or serving food during class.

Taking into account the norms listed above, the university strongly
emphasizes on the norms issued regarding wrong actions, the student
case review process, the organization case review process, and the role
of the student council, which plays a major role in the general university
development. It contains norms that consider: plagiarism, betrayal of the
university (insult, defamation, etc.), use, storage and transfer of weapons,
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use, storage, purchase of narcotic drugs and the key. Physical, moral and
other insults to a person. Sexual harassment, sexual desire (which means
excessive physical contact), theft, vandalism, complicity in a conflict
situation, activation of a false alarm and bad use of the name of the
university. And in order to solve all the above problems, the university
has set aside a student council, which ensures that every norm, which is
written in the student's code of ethics, is respected.

The activity of the Student Council is strongly supported and
approved by the Disciplinary Committee and the legal actions prescribed
by the University. Any violation of the Code may lead to the creation of a
Disciplinary Committee. The Disciplinary Committees are headed by the
Deputy Vice-Chancellor and all those working with him, whose purpose
is to strengthen the University's Code of Ethics and its regulation. The
Disciplinary Committee has the right to determine the nature, extent
and severity of violations. It also listens to the complaining students and
determines its fairness regarding the complaint.

Of course, all of this has its own explanation and regulation, which
the last 3 pages of the Code of Ethics strongly focus on. It means the
appendices where there are definitions, namely: acts of misconduct,
norms to be considered related to the disciplinary committee, suspension
of student status, sexual misconduct, the university building and all those
on the matter covered by the code of ethics of the university student.

To conclude, the Sorbonne Abu Dhabi University Student Code
of Ethics fully protects all student rights and freedoms. It creates an
environment where the student can get a high level of education and
become a professional in his field.
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
